SOUTH GREELEY HIGHWAY CORRIDOR CONCEPTUAL PLAN

LAND USE

e Locate community services in the corridor that are currently scarce within South Cheyenne; including
parks and youth centers

e Encourage development of new local and regional retail nodes along SGH, reinforcing the area as a
retail destination

e Provide walkable connections between retail centers and nearby neighborhoods

e Locate uses to support and enhance current neighborhoods, residences and businesses

e Reinforce and enhance the role of the Laramie County Community College in the area

o Remove barriers to redevelopment (i.e. inadequate drainage, roadway or utility infrastructure or
zoning inconsistencies)

ACCESS MANAGEMENT / ROADWAY CONNECTIVITY

e Improve continuity, safety and efficiency of SGH vehicular crossings

e Improve safety for vehicles entering and exiting local accesses

e Build a complete regional roadway network supporting SGH that enhances travel efficiency and does
not force the SGH to act as a local street

TRAFFIC SAFETY & OPERATIONS

e Provide appropriate speed limits to balance the needs of through traffic with local circulation and
safety

e Provide peak hour intersection operations at LOS D as a minimum LOS and LOS C desired through
the Year 2035

e Widen SGH as needed to provide capacity for increased future throughput

e Construct clearly-marked exclusive right turn lanes at major accesses and intersections

e Provide street lighting where appropriate

MULTIMODAL TRANSPORTATION

e Ensure adequate and safe pedestrian crossings of the South Greeley Highway

e Provide safe, accessible and continuous sidewalk connections the entire length of the corridor
¢ Increase connections to the greenway system

e Improve ease of access to transit for users

BEAUTIFICATION

¢ |Install plantings and enhancements; i.e. pedestrian lighting, light pole banners, decorative sidewalk
treatments or monumentation, within the right-of-way that complement the surrounding environment

o Develop a gateway feature for South Cheyenne

¢ Implement a consistent theme; i.e. modern western, that expresses the values of the South
Cheyenne Area

e Create a corridor that the surrounding neighborhoods and businesses take pride in

o Develop strategies for maintenance of public areas

INFRASTRUCTURE

e Ensure that infrastructure improvements coordinate with current and future utility needs
e Encourage development plans that address current and future drainage needs

e Preserve adequate right-of-way for future roadway widening needs
IMPLEMENTATION

e Preserve ability to implement various improvement packages as funding becomes available
e Provide a sustainable and well-maintained streetscape for many years

e Develop the corridor in a fiscally responsible manner

Provide detached sidewalk

Ensure that South Greeley Highway Right-of-way is kept free from encroachments
Provide continuous sidewalk connection

Identify locations for future amenities and open space

Extend Walterscheid Avenue as a parallel arterial connection

Build local roadway and sidewalk connections to enhance property access and circulation
Complete greenway connections

Enhance segment aesthetics using continued localized streetscape enhancements,
Landscaped median, Enhanced amenity zone, and updated, consistent streetscape

. Provide street lighting
. Construct raised median

Segment 3: Wallick Road to Terry Ranch Road
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Incorporate drainage considerations with planning and design of all improvements

Ensure that traffic studies are performed to account for development impacts on roadways
and intersections

Reconfigure west side frontage road

Widen roadway shoulders to provide space for bicyclists and enhance traffic safety

Locate gateway monuments

Identify development opportunities and incorporate continuous local street connections with
development plans

Extend Walterscheid/Division and Avenue C as parallel roadway and sidewalk connections
